There was a report (issued) of 25 February 2025 by the Treasurer seeking the Committee’s
approval to the proposed revenue budget for the financial year 2025/2026, outlining the
assumptions made in the preparation of the budget and advising the Committee of the proposed
local authority requisitions to support the Strathclyde Concession Travel Scheme (‘the
Scheme”). The outline of the 2026/2027 budget and the Long Term Financial Forecast was also
presented for noting at this stage.

After discussion and having heard from Mr Paul and Ms Aird, the Committee approved:
(i) the proposed budget of £3.752m for financial year 2025/2026;

(ii) requisitions totalling £4.178m for 2025/2026, a 2.04% increase compared
t02024/2025; and

(iii) a transfer to reserves of £0.427m in 2025/2026 based on budget projections, noting
this would assist with future year sustainability of the Scheme.
